HOW DO I BOOK?

WHICH WORKSHOP SHOULD I CHOOSE?

The workshops have been kept simple covering one and at the most two designs per session.  This will allow time for you to watch the design being made, to create the design, ask questions and overcome any difficulties you may encounter.  By selecting from the list of workshops you can pick and choose depending on what you have in mind making for your wedding.  If you’re keen to create the table arrangements but leave the bridal flowers to your florist, you can opt for one or more of the table arrangement workshops on offer.  There is a choice of tall and low designs so there is something for everyone. Likewise if you want to make your own bouquet and buttonholes and have no requirement for table arrangements then there is a workshop covering just these items.  There is a discount available for those booking more than one workshop.
I WANT TO CREATE A SHOWER BOUQUET FOR MY WEDDING BUT THERE IS NO WORKSHOP FOR THIS DESIGN.

Making a shower bouquet is a more advanced design and the workshops have been created for beginners.  However, we can arrange a workshop tailored to your needs, just get in touch with us if there is any wedding flower item you would like to learn to make but which isn’t featured in our current programme.

WHAT FORMAT WILL THE WORKSHOPS TAKE?

At each workshop there will be a demonstration showing how the design is made.  After the demonstration there will be time for you to make your own design with the materials supplied and to ask questions.  A handout summarising the design construction will be given to you so you can take it home along with your finished design(s).  We suggest you bring along a notepad and pen to make your own notes as well.  If during the workshop you have any questions as to the choice of flowers and colours for your wedding we will be happy to advise.  
DO I NEED TO HAVE PREVIOUS EXPERIENCE?

No.  These workshops are aimed at beginners with no previous flower arranging experience.  If you want to be a ‘hands on’ bride and keen to have a go that is all that is required.  

WHAT DO I BRING?
All flowers, foliage, sundries, tools and equipment will be provided.  Please bring a notebook and pen for taking notes and an apron if you wish to protect your clothes.  Wear practical clothes and sensible non-slip shoes as the workshops will take place in a working studio environment. 
WHAT DO THE WORKSHOPS COST?
All workshops are £48 except for the Candelabra arrangement £70 and tall vase design £60. 

Full payment is to be made at the time of booking so that we can order in materials for you.

There is a discount of 10% on the total cost if you book more than one workshop at the same time.  If you plan to come with your Mum/friend/relative we can offer a 10% discount on the total amount but in order to do this everyone has to be booked and paid for at the same time.

WHO WILL BE TEACHING?

Workshop numbers will be limited to allow for as much one to one tuition as possible, so book early to avoid disappointment.  Workshops will be led by Frances Fenwick NDSF Cert Ed with demonstrations and assistance from the wedding design team at Flowercube.  Frances is a member of the UK Floristry Judges Guild, and a former floristry lecturer at Capel Manor College. On completion of their training many of Frances’ students entered the floristry departments of top London Hotels and leading wedding Florists.
